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Method of Evaluation

In order to determine the effectiveness of the NetSchools’ instructional approach in the Georgia Wireless Classroom Project, an assessment of the performance of students must be made. Variables to be evaluated include achievement, higher-order thinking, attendance, curriculum integration, communication, discipline, and attitudes toward and proficiency in technology. The study will include the collection of valuable baseline data of students, teachers, and families on attitudes/perceptions toward the elements of the project and personal technology skills and attitudes.  Reports of family involvement and communication are likewise valuable.  The collection of this baseline data is important to the integrity of the study and to the evaluation of year two and year three of the project. While this evaluation will reference the CRCT scores, an in-depth quantitative analysis of CRCT scores will be completed by the State Data Research Center.  The major focus of this evaluation is to gather and analyze key indicators of educational progress identified by participants in the project schools.  


This first evaluation report examines the baseline data compared to the data collected at the end of year one.  This portion of the data is categorized into three areas: A) How has technology impacted your students’ activities?  B) What technological applications do you employ with your students?  And C) How has this project impacted your teachers’ use of technology?  The method of data collection was to contact the building principal and gather the information from the principal directly.  An independent evaluator used a standardized instrument to gather the data.  The end of year item ratings then were compared with the same items rated for the timeframe prior to the implementation of the Georgia Wireless Classroom Project.  Therefore, these three evaluative sections will provide an indication of the baseline data prior to the project, compared with data that indicates the status of numerous factors at the end of year one.


All of the teachers participating in the Wireless Classroom Project were surveyed during the Spring 2002 timeframe.  These surveys were designed to collect first-year information and provide a baseline for the project.  However, the results of these surveys also yield important evaluative data for formative purposes.  Of the approximately 300 teachers surveyed, 166 surveys were completed and returned.  While a higher return rate is desired, a 55.3% return rate is an acceptable return rate that can be generalized to reflect the attitudes, opinions and day-to-day instructional experiences of the Wireless Classroom Project Teachers.

The CRCT results for the participating schools are taken from the Office of Educational Accountability website.  Program comparisons involve simple comparisons of the 2001 CRCT results with the 2002 CRCT results for the 8th grades.  Longitudinal comparisons include the relative success rates of 2000 CRCT 6th grade scores and 2002 CRCT 8th grade scores in reading, language arts, and mathematics. Though some turnover in student population has occurred, the change in relative success rates among cohort groups is an important measure. The 2002 results of the Middle Grades Writing Assessment are also compared with the 2001 Middle Grades Writing Assessment. 

Description of Wireless Classroom Project


All eight of the Georgia Wireless Classroom Project schools have similar characteristics.  These schools were identified as educationally challenged based upon test scores compared with other middle schools in the state.  The project schools also have a high federal lunch assistance rate and have consistently been on the Federal Title I list of low-performing schools. The schools received a grant from the state that provided every teacher and student a notebook computer. This notebook computer is connected to a wireless network within the school property, providing teachers and students access to the Internet and appropriate educational functions of the school network. The students are allowed, even encouraged, to take the computer home.  While at home, the students and parents can connect to the Internet through dial-up provided by the project. Extensive training for the teachers is provided through Plato / NetSchools to ensure consistent use of the system.


The teachers, students and parents all have access to NetSchools’ ORION. This is a virtual community for learning provided by Plato / NetSchools.  Teachers plan lessons, correlate plans to the QCC, post assignments, schedule assessments, and communicate with parents using ORION.  Students use ORION to return assignments to teachers, track their own progress, store notes, and communicate with other learners. Parents can use a home computer, or use the student computer to access private communications, general notices for their child’s class, review progress or communicate via email with the teacher. 


The treatment is focused on these elements: 1) provide every student with daily access (school and home) to a notebook computer, 2) provide an appropriate set of web tools that teachers can use to enhance education, 3) provide training that changes the educational tool set used by teachers, and 4) provide additional educational tools for families to extend their learning.

Summary of Evaluation Results

Administrator Survey Results Summary

The administrator survey provides feedback from the principal of the school.  There are 28 items rated in three categories for each of the eight schools.  Each item indicates reported change in actions, attitudes or observations regarding the use of technology prior to the Wireless Classroom Project implementation and at the close of the first year of operation. Comparative bar charts for each item are presented by site.  Administrators reported positive growth for most items at all sites.  The most dramatic differences in the before and after ratings was in the instructional use of the Internet and increased communications via email.  A summary measurement of the relative amount of increase in the use of technology is the sum of the differences in each of the three categories.  All of the Wireless Classroom Project Sites indicated positive growth in the use of technology as demonstrated in the following figures:
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All items are analyzed in detail and contained in the full report, as well as interview comments from the principals. The summary charts above indicate increased use of technology in all three sections of the survey: A-How has technology impacted your students’ activities? B-What technology applications do you use with students, and what is the number of students using the technology? C-What is the observed increase in teacher use of technology for instructional and administrative tasks?  The amount of impact is indicated by the height of the bar.  Since some of the Wireless Classroom Project Schools had multiple technology labs, and some had little available technology, the amount of impact will differ based on the use of technology prior to the implementation of the project. This summary indicates that all of the project schools increased in the use of technology in the three areas surveyed.

Teacher Survey Results Summary

The teacher survey instrument provided detailed feedback from participating teachers in the Wireless Classroom Project Schools.  The survey instrument collected data on 66 items regarding the impact of the student computer use, the frequency of use, the types of instructional tasks for which the computer is used, and predicted impact of the project on student performance at the middle school level and in high school.  The survey also collected data that allows for disaggregation of results by teacher’s experience level, subject and grade taught. Finally the survey allows the teachers to make comments on ways to improve the project.  The Wireless Classroom Project’s overall impact on learning was rated by the project teachers in the following chart.
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The response by teachers participating in the project is overwhelmingly positive.  The researcher also discovered that there was no significant difference in the disaggregated ratings between the teachers with 20 or more years’ service and the teachers with three years service or less. Shown in the following chart is a comparison of the responses from each group. (N=44 in both groups)
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All of the items in the teacher survey are presented in the full report; in addition, the teacher’s comments are recorded in the appendix.  This survey yields important data that can contribute to a formative evaluation in identifying training opportunities, usage issues, and methods for increased communications with parents.  As indicated in the summary charts presented, the response from the teachers was very positive and indicated an increased frequency of technology use in instructional and administrative tasks.

Report of Achievement Results on CRCT Scores


The Georgia Office of Educational Accountability recently released the 2002 Criterion Referenced Competency Tests (CRCT) scores for all schools in the state.  The CRCT scores measure the student’s competency on grade-level Quality Core Curriculum (QCC) objectives.  The QCC objectives are incorporated into the Web-Based Instructional Tool, ORION, provided by Plato / NetSchools to the Wireless Classroom Project Schools.  Therefore, the hypothesis is that the use of NetSchools’ ORION in the Wireless Classroom Project Schools will positively affect CRCT scores in those schools.  The quantitative research effort to provide a summative evaluation of effectiveness based upon CRCT results is the sole responsibility of the State Data Research Center.  This formative evaluation using the published CRCT scores represents a milestone in the first year, not a final determination of effectiveness or success.  


The measurement of the instructional program of the Wireless Classroom Project Schools using CRCT scores requires some statistical assumptions.  Because a comparison of 2001 CRCT scores in grade eight and 2002 CRCT scores in grade eight involve a comparison of different student groups, the researcher assumes that the student groups are similar enough to allow comparison of programmatic changes. The Georgia Public Policy Foundation (GPPF) in evaluating educational programs across the state uses assumptions of this nature.  The researcher will make this statistical assumption and use a method similar to the GPPF in providing CRCT comparisons for this formative assessment in the full report.


In summary, the Wireless Classroom Project Schools had a mean increase in percentage of students meeting or exceeding the 8th Grade CRCT standards from 2001 to 2002 as indicated in the following chart:
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The range of differences across all three CRCT scores was –6 to 24 percentage points.  Of the 24 differences calculated for the eight schools, five of the differences were negative ranging from –1 to –6, and 19 of the differences were positive ranging from 3 to 24.  As indicated by the mean difference in Language Arts and Math, these areas were the most improved, increasing an average of 12 percentage points in Language Arts and 9.125 percentage points in Math.


Additional comparisons were made using relative performance of the same student group on CRCT scores.  The student group remained substantially the same between the 2000 6th Grade CRCT and the 2002 8th Grade CRCT.  Those scores and differences were calculated and measured in the full report.  The Middle Grades Writing Assessment (MGWA) scores were also measured in a similar format comparing the 2001 and 2002 MGWA results.  The mean difference in the MGWA was an increase of 7.75 percentage points between 2001 and 2002 scores in the Wireless Classroom Project Schools.  While the CRCT data presented is formative in nature, the first-year milestone of positive effect on student performance is verified in these results.

Executive Commentary


Numerous efforts to incorporate technology into education have been set forth and evaluated in the past 20 years.  This project differs in focus from many of the efforts in the past in that the purpose is not to promote technology, but to enhance learning.  Many technological innovations have gone unused in classrooms because of a myriad of legitimate reasons.  The State of Georgia has designed and implemented one of the first educational technology projects to focus on systemic change in the teacher’s behavior and use of instructional tools, the administrative methods in communication and management, and communication with the student and parent. Consistent evaluation and appropriate guidance will increase the probability of success for this project and for the children of Georgia.  The first year results indicate success at a higher level than expected.
